MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE 

OF THE REPUBLIC OF LATVIA
AND

THE MINISTRY FOR THE KOSOVO SECURITY FORCE

OF THE REPUBLIC OF KOSOVO

CONCERNING
SECURITY COOPERATION

The Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Latvia and the Ministry for the Kosovo Security Force of the Republic of Kosovo, hereinafter referred to as the “Participants”, 

recognising the importance of cooperation to strengthen mutual relations between the Participants,

seeking to develop further the relationship between the Participants through deepened co-operation in the field of security,

seeking to establish the legal and practical framework arrangements for the implementation of security cooperation activities,

have agreed as follows:

Section 1

Purpose and Scope

(1) The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter - Memorandum) is to provide an overall and practical framework for security cooperation between the Participants. 

(2) This Memorandum is not intended to conflict with national legislation of the Participants or with international law. In case of conflict, international law or national legislation will prevail. The Participants will notify each other in the event of any such conflict arising. 

(3) Nothing in this Memorandum will be construed as placing an obligation on the Participants to commit them to participate in certain projects or activities in the framework of Memorandum.
Section 2

Areas of Cooperation

(1) The Participants will cooperate in the following areas:

a) security policy and doctrine;

b) democratic control over armed forces, including legal issues;
c) public relations;
d) planning, programming and budgeting;

e) education and training, including medical training activities;

f) exercises;

g) crisis management;
h) other areas as mutually determined by the Participants.

 (2) In order to fulfil provisions of this Memorandum and to implement the cooperation in the areas mentioned in this Section, the Participants may conclude separate arrangements. 
Section 3

Forms of Cooperation

Cooperation between the Participants may take place through:

a) official visits and working meetings;

b) expert meetings and exchange of experience;

c) participation in discussions, consultations, meetings, lectures, courses, seminars and conferences organized by the Participants;

d) exchange of information and materials of mutual interest;

e) other forms of cooperation as determined by the Participants.

Section 4

Cooperation Planning

(1) By the end of each year, the Participants will agree on common activities for the next year and, if necessary, may prepare a detailed plan of cooperation. Such plan may be changed at any time upon mutual consent of the Participants.  

(2) The proposals of specific activities conducted within the cooperation will be made and agreed through the Defence Policy Department of the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Latvia and the Policy and Plans Directorate of the Ministry for the Kosovo Security Force of the Republic of Kosovo. 
Section 5

Financial Matters

Unless otherwise agreed, each Participant will cover its own expenses derived from cooperation under the auspices of this Memorandum. 

Section 6

Classified Information

No classified information or material will be exchanged or generated under the auspices of this Memorandum.

Section 7

Settlement of Disputes

Disputes arising from the interpretation or application of this Memorandum will be resolved through negotiations between the Participants.  

Section 8

Final Provisions

(1) This Memorandum will come into effect on the date of its signature and will remain effective for an indefinite period.

(2) This Memorandum may be amended at any time by mutual written consent of the Participants. Such amendments will be an integral part of this Memorandum. 
(3) This Memorandum may be terminated at any time by mutual written consent of the Participants.  Each Participant may terminate this Memorandum by providing six (6) months written notification to the other Participant.

(4) Notwithstanding the termination of the Memorandum, the provisions of Section 5 and Section 7 will remain in effect until all outstanding payments and claims are settled.
