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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

between

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED KINGDOM OF

concerning
CO-OPERATION IN

THE FIELD OF GEOSPATIAL INFORMATION
1.
Introduction

1.1.  The Government of the Republic of Latvia, represented by the Ministry of Defence, Latvia and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, represented by the Ministry of Defence, UK, hereinafter referred to as the Participants;
a.
RECOGNISING the need for mutual co-operation in mapping, charting, geodesy and related geographic matters; 

b.
HAVING REGARD to the Memorandum of Understanding on Defence Contacts and Co-operation between the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Latvia and the Ministry of Defence of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland signed on 4th October 1994.;

c.
HAVING REGARD to the provisions of the Agreement between the States Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of Their Forces dated 19 June 1951 (hereinafter “NATO SOFA”);

d.
HAVE REACHED the understandings recorded in this document.

1.2
The Participants recognise that this MOU is not legally binding.

2.
Scope

2.1
In general, provision is made for the supply of unclassified Geospatial Information (GeoINF) published by each Participant as follows:

a.
maps and charts;

b.
digital geographic data;

c.
technical documents and information on technological developments;

d.
catalogues;

e.
training.

2.2
Geospatial Information (GeoINF): Facts about the earth referenced by geographic position, arranged in a coherent structure and available in either analogue, e.g. maps and charts (land, air and maritime), text or digital format. This includes, but is not necessarily limited to, aeronautical, bathymetric, cartographic, geodetic, geomagnetic, gravimetric, 
hydrographic, imagery, littoral, oceanographic, planimetric, relief, thematic, topographic or toponymic products, information, data, publications and related technical information thereto
3.
MOU Annexes

3.1
The GeoINF to be exchanged are defined in Annexes, which also include transmittal details and addresses. Annexes may be revised at any time as mutually determined by the Participants.

4.
Mutual Responsibilities

4.1
Subject to paragraph 4.2 below, exchanged GeoINF is to be used by the receiving Participant, for that Participant’s Government use only and is not to be made available to third parties without prior written consent of the supplying Participant. Government Use is defined as, use in any part of the world by or for the Government of either Participant, but not including sales or transfers to third parties. 

4.2  
GeoINF exchanged under this MOU will normally carry a copyright marking and, where applicable, handling notes (notes printed on the GeoINF, or supplied with the GeoINF, that impose limitations on the use of the GeoINF). Each Participant will handle and use the GeoINF in accordance with the copyright and release restrictions for the GeoINF provided by the other Participant. Copying of GeoINF is only permitted with the permission of the supplying Participant and any existing copyright and handling notes must appear on the reproduced GeoINF. The receiving Participant will also adhere to any specific guidance of the supplying Participant stipulated at the time of transmittal.

4.3
Each participant will endeavour to make the exchange of GeoINF as comprehensive as possible, except where reasons of national security or the rights of third parties prevent this. 
4.4
Any Classified GeoINF supplied will be used, handled, stored, safeguarded, and transmitted, in accordance with the Participants’ applicable national security laws and regulations to the extent they provide a degree of protection no less stringent than that provided for NATO classified information as detailed in the document “Security Within the North Atlantic Treaty Organisation”, CM(2002)49 dated 17 June 2002 and subsequent amendments.

5.
Balanced Co-operation

5.1
Standard Map Unit (SMU) charges for the supply of GeoINF will be made as stated in the Annexes.
5.2
The SMU balance will be assessed by the Participants periodically with the aim of redressing any imbalance over the following year. No formal accounting procedure will be implemented.

5.3
Delivery costs will be borne by the supplying Participant.

5.4
Insofar as established laws and regulations permit, the Participants will ensure that readily identified taxes, customs duties and similar charges or quantitative restrictions on imports and exports will not be imposed in connection with this MOU. The Participants will administer all taxes, duties and/or other government charges in the manner most favourable to the satisfactory execution of the arrangements described in this MOU. The Participant in whose country they are levied will bear the cost.
5.5  Charges will normally be raised for training in accordance with arrangements set out at Annexes. Provision of training is conditional upon sufficient capacity being available.
6.
Claims and Liability

6.1 All claims arising out of, or in connection with the execution of this MOU will be dealt with in accordance with the provisions laid down in Article VIII of the NATO SOFA. 

6.2 Claims not covered by the NATO SOFA will be dealt with by the Participants involved on a case-by-case basis in accordance with applicable national and international law.

7.
Amendments

7.1
This MOU may be amended at any time, with the mutual written consent of the Participants.

8.
Disputes
8.1
Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of this MOU will be resolved by consultation between the Participants and will not be referred to any national or international tribunal or third party for settlement.

9.
Effective Date, Duration and Termination

9.1
This MOU becomes effective upon the date of the last signature and will remain in effect for an indefinite period, unless terminated sooner by mutual consent or by either Participant giving the other one year's written notice of termination. In the event of termination, each Participant will continue to comply with all the restrictions pertaining to the disclosure and use of GeoINF supplied by the other Participant, until advised that these restrictions are no longer applicable. 

9.2
The foregoing represents the understandings reached between the Government of the Republic of Latvia and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland upon the matters referred to therein.

9.3
The MOU is signed in duplicate in the Latvian and English languages (two copies of each version) both texts having equal validity.

2.1
Support to Operations. DGC will supply one copy of any DGC-produced, or acquired GeoINF where required to assist  the Government of the Republic of Latvia in support of UN, NATO, EU or other multi-national contingency planning or operations. If required, DGC will provide further copies of maps for planning in support of operations. SMU costs will apply for these additional copies (see Annex A para 3). Digital data will be supplied at cost detailed in paragraph 5.1 of the Main Text of this MOU. Release in all cases is subject to any UK national, third party or copyright restrictions. Where both nations are engaged in production to support such operations, they will cooperate to prevent unnecessary duplication. Use of such data will be limited to the Government of the Republic of Latvia support of UN, NATO, EU or other multi-national contingency planning or operations.
2.2
Training. Subject to the availability of places and suitable funding being arranged, DGC will consider requests for suitably qualified officers to attend Courses at the Royal School of Military Survey. Requests for other training, either in UK or Latvia, will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

2.3
Visits. DGC will consider requests from the Government of the Republic of Latvia for visits to DGC units for the purpose of technical cooperation.

2.4
Contacts. DGC will endeavour to put the Government of the Republic of Latvia in touch with any UK commercial and Government organisation with whom it may wish to deal.

2.5
Geodetic Positioning. The services of DGC may be requested for the purpose of geodetic positioning within Latvia. These services will be free of charge provided that copies of the resulting data may be retained by DGC. Logistical support for such activities and responsibility for associated costs will be negotiated on a case-by-case basis.

General Support. Requests for the supply of other GeoINF produced or held by DGC, will be considered on a case-by-case basis. Charges may be raised in such cases where this supply causes an imbalance in the overall exchange between the Participants.
