DECLARATION OF INTENT

BETWEEN 

THE REPUBLIC OF LATVIA

(hereinafter referred to as “Latvia” – Party) 

AND

THE SOVEREIGN MILITARY HOSPITALLER ORDER 

OF ST. JOHN OF JERUSALEM OF RHODES AND OF MALTA

(hereinafter referred to as “Sovereign Order of Malta” - Party) 

On the occasion of the Official Visit paid today by the President of the Republic of Latvia, H.E. Egils Levits, to the Lieutenant of the Grand Master of the Sovereign Order of Malta, H.E. Marco Luzzago;
Considering the excellent relations existing between the Sovereign Order of Malta and the Republic of Latvia since their establishment on 15 August 1995;
In consideration of the historic commitment of the Sovereign Order of Malta to the service of the poor and the sick, with medical and social activities in 120 countries in the world and diplomatic relations with 110 countries and several multilateral institutions;
the Parties hereby agree 

to further develop their cooperation in the humanitarian, social, educational and cultural fields, as well as to promote their collaboration in the field of Postal Service,
to encourage the postal entities of the Republic of Latvia and of the Sovereign Order of Malta to define together the detailed terms of the Postal Service cooperation between the Parties. The instrument agreed between the postal entities to rule such cooperation will not only have a philatelic value, but also a symbolic one, representing the friendly and fruitful relations between the Republic of Latvia and the Sovereign Order of Malta.
